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Taking receipt of votes abroad

This page provides guidance for those who will take receipt of votes from
voters outside Sweden in the 2026 Swedish elections to the Riksdag and
regional and municipal councils.

Take receipt of the voter’s vote

Check and make a note of how the voter
has proved their identity:

a. Putan “x"in the ID box (marked
“leg”) if the voter has provided an ID
(passport, driving licence, local ID).

b. Put an “x" in the box marked “kand”
(“known”) if you or another polling
staff member knows the voter.

c. Putan “x”in the last box if another
person with an ID has confirmed the
voter’s identity. Make a note of that
person’s personal identity number or
date of birth on the line next to the box.

Prepare a voting card or address card:

a. If possible, print out a duplicate voting
card from Valid.

b. As a secondary option, use the voter's
expatriate voting card.

c. If options a. and b. are not possible, fill
in an address card.
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Check the ballot envelopes and ensure that:

v the flap of each envelope is folded in or
sealed.

v there is only one unfolded ballot paper
in each envelope.

v there are no markings on the envelopes.

Enter the following details on the voter list:
v thevoter's name

v the voter’s electoral roll number if you
use a duplicate voting card

v today's date

v your initials (in the box marked “Sign”)

If you use an expatriate voting card or
address card, write the voter’s personal
identity number instead.
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Place all the ballot envelopes and the voting
card or address card in a window envelope
for early voting. Ensure that the voter’s
details are clearly visible in the window of
the envelope.

Seal the window envelope properly.

Remove the self-adhesive label with a

serial number next to the voter's name on
the voter list. Stick the label onto the box
marked “l6pnummer” (serial number) on the
back of the window envelope, on the flap.

Finally, place the window envelope into the
ballot box and give the voter back their ID.
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
